Purpose: The purpose of the UWA Fastpitch Soft-

ball Camp is to provide an enjoyable and reward-

ing softball experience for each camper.  The camp 

helps fastpitch softball players develop fundamen-

tals, sportsmanship, and advanced techniques that 

will enhance their overall playing ability.  Our main 

emphasis will be on the basic fundamentals and 

essential skills in both the offensive and defensive 

phases of the game.  Pitching and catching instruc-

tion will be also provided for players that are inter-

ested.  Individual instruction and attention will be 

given to each participant.

Camp Director
Will Atkinson is the camp director and will be assisted 
by a qualified staff of coaches and The University of 
West Alabama softball players.  Atkinson guided the 
Tigers to their first trip to the Gulf South Conference 
Sotfball Championship since the 1997 season after re-
cording a 42-17 overall mark in 2009.  In two seasons as 
the UWA skipper, Atkinson has posted 71 wins, includ-
ing his 200th career win during the 2009 campaign.  
Atkinson has mentored 13 All-GSC selections, includ-
ing five two-time All-GSC honorees.  Prio to coming 
to West Alabama, Atkinson served as the head softball 
coach at Lambuth University in Jackson, Tenn. for six 
seasons.   At LU, he earned Mid-South Conference Co-
Coach of the Year honors.

Tracey Dahlen, completed her first season as UWA As-
sistant coach in 2009.  Dahlen came to the Livingston 
campus after a successful four-year softball career at 
Elon University, an NCAA Division I program in North 
Carolina.  Dahlen started 219 games at EU and cur-
rently holds 11 top-ten positions in the school’s record 
book.  She is Elon’s all-time assists leader and third all-
time in career at-bats and fourth in career home runs.  
Dahlen has worked a plethora of skill clinics at Elon, 
leading groups in the infielders and catchers clinics 
and the all skills clinics.
